4-H Recognition and Awards

There are various awards given to 4-H members who complete record books:

--Project awards are given for outstanding work in a project area.  These are selected

   at the club level.

--Special awards are given for outstanding work in several projects, for leadership 

   activities, etc. These are selected at the county level.

--Record book awards are given for exceptional work on an overall record book.

   These are selected at the county level.

CRITERIA TO RECEIVE A COUNTY PROJECT AWARD:

1. Youth gave one talk or demonstration at the club or county level.  This talk or demonstration can be about any area of interest to the 4-Her.  The 4-Her should include information about the talk or demonstration in their record book. 

2. Youth exhibited the project at the county fair, a school fair, or some other event.  The 4-Her should indicate on the 4-H Project Record form where it was exhibited.

3. Youth demonstrates project growth and learning.  The 4-Her included information in his/her records explaining this.  Did he tell about something he learned?  Did she exhibit at a new event?  Did he explain a new skill he developed?  Did she learn to use a new tool? 

CRITERIA TO RECEIVE AN OVERALL PROJECT AWARD:

1. Youth gave one talk or demonstration at the club or county level.  This talk or demonstration can be about any area of interest to the 4-Her.  The 4-Her should include information about the talk or demonstration in their record book. 

2. Youth exhibited the project at the county fair, a school fair, or some other event.  The 4-Her should indicate on the 4-H Project Record form where it was exhibited.

3. Youth is enrolled in at least TWO project areas related to the overall award category (Agriculture, Home and Family, Plant and Natural Sciences, Creative Arts, Mechanical Sciences)

4. Youth is receiving at least TWO project awards in projects related to the overall area.  

5. Youth demonstrates project leadership.  The 4-Her included information in his/her records explaining this.  How did he/she lead others in this project area? How did he/she provide guidance or support to other 4-H members?
CRITERIA TO RECEIVE AN OVERALL ACHIEVEMENT AWARD:

1. Youth must be in 7th grade or above.

2. Youth received at least THREE project awards this year.

3. Youth has been a 4-H member for 3 years.

4. Youth has held a leadership role for at least 2 years

5. Youth attended 70% of club meetings this year.
