Steers to be shown at County Fair will need to be identified at this time.  If an exhibitor wants his/her animal in the County fair Rate of Gain contest, it must be weighed on January 28th   at the County Fair Identification.  No recent castrations, steers must be healed over – NO BULLS!! Contact Greg Tonkin (574-2674) or Paul Yager (574-3226) with questions about Steer ID.  Steers identified for State Fair MUST submit a copy of the State Fair ID form to the Extension Office by March 1 and this will identify the steer for the Iowa County Fair.  

STATE FAIR STEER ID—NEW PROCESS
Exhibitors wishing to exhibit junior market steers at the 2012 Wisconsin State Fair will need to self-identify their animals with an official RFID identification tag and submit a DNA hair sample between January 1st and February 10th. Animal identification request forms are available at www.wistatefair.com. Request forms must be sent or delivered to Wisconsin State Fair with proper fees. Upon processing identification requests, Wisconsin State Fair will send RFID (Allflex) identification tag(s), identification documentation and DNA sample submission envelopes to each exhibitor. The exhibitor must self-identify his/her animals by placing the official WSF RFID tag in the animal’s ear, collecting a DNA sample (hair) and completing the animal identification documentation form. DNA samples with the identification documentation must be returned to Wisconsin State Fair no later than 4:30 pm on February 10th. Steers identified for State Fair MUST submit a copy of the State Fair ID form to the Extension Office by March 1 and this will identify the steer for the Iowa County Fair.  

Performance steers must be identified with a Wisconsin State Fair RFID ear tag and submit a DNA

sample between January 1 and February 10, 2012 AND must also take their animals to Equity Livestock in Richland Center on Saturday, March 3 between 9 and 10 am to get weighed.
